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1. What’s the climate like in your classroom?

· We need to provide a positive learning environment that ensures success for all students.
· Clear and Understandable Expectations are crucial.
· Teach your Expectations to students / Rehearse the behaviour you want to see.
· Consequences kick in when students choose not to follow expectations.
2.  Voices

· Use Talk Posters that display the type of voices expected

· Be consistent in enforcing Expectations

· Assign Talk Partners to rehearse language

· Follow up on students who choose not to follow Expectations

3. Motivational Ideas and Incentives

· Ticket system – Class trips / Chinese lunches
· Coupon system – Students exchange coupons at the end of each quarter
· Classroom Economy – Panda Money （熊猫钱）
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4. Keeping students on task

· Remind students about Expectations.
· Use Observation Charts about ‘on task’ behavior.
· Have a Quiet Signal that is immediately recognised and responded to, by all students 
· The way the students enter the classroom sets the tone for the whole lesson
5. Lesson Ideas 
· Students write Class Agenda and Outcomes at beginning of the lesson.
· DO NOW! Activities-All students complete when entering the classroom. (5 minutes)
· Include a Time Management worksheet to keep students on task.
· Have a set routine at the beginning and end of each lesson.
6. Feedback

· Catch students behaving well and praise them about their learning.
· Give feedback early in the lesson - “I like the way..”  “Thanks for following the rules.”
· If a student is being confrontational, ask to see the student individually after the lesson.
Three Essentials
· Teach the rules and practice each one with the class.
· Do not accept any talking while the teacher is speaking.

· Do not teach anything, until students follow the class expectations

· Get support from the principal, parents and counselor for students who consistently choose to not follow expectations.
